THE BLESSINGS OF THE SABBATH DAY

The Bible teaches that Elohim created the world in six days and rested on the seventh day, Gen. 1-2:3. The word Sabbath means, “rest”.
The Scriptures teach that Elohim blessed the Sabbath day and hallowed it, Gen2:3, it is still a blessing to mankind today. Isaiah.56:2 says,
“Blessed is the man that doeth this, and the son of man that layeth hold on it; that keepeth the sabbath from polluting it, and keepeth his hand
from doing any evil.” In the fourth of the Ten Commandments we are commanded to “remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy”. Also, our
Savior Yashua Mashiach observed the Sabbath day, Luke 4:16. Isaiah 66:22,23 tells us that in the new heaven and new earth all mankind will
worship before Yahweh in the New Moon days and Sabbath days. So we see that the Sabbath day was created in the beginning of earth’s history,
it was commanded in the Ten Commandments , it was observed by Yashua Mashiach and will be keep by all mankind in the New Heaven and
Earth.

The seventh day is Saturday as any dictionary or encyclopedia will show, also the common practice of the Jews today show that Saturday
is the Sabbath day. Many Christians think that because Messiah rose from the dead on the first day of the week that we should now keep Sunday
as the Sabbath. But the Scriptures never say that the Sabbath day wos changed. Messiah Yashua rose from the dead in fulfillment of the barley
wave sheaf offering of Levificus 23:10,11, which was always offered on the “day after the Sabbath”. Thus the seventh day Sabbath is still a special
set apart and blessed day for mankind today, Isoiah 56,6,7.
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What is His Name and what is His Son’s Name? proverbs 30:4

Throughout the Biblical Scriptures the Name of the Heavenly Father is used more than 6500 times. In the Hebrew Old Testament Scriptures the Name of
the Creator is spelled as 71", According to the Hebrew speaking Jews this is pronounced as “Yahweh™, and has the meaning of self existent , eternal. In
Hebrew a Name has meaning and if the name changes the meaning also changes. In most English Bibles the Creators Name has been erroneously translated
as "the LORD". In most Telugu Bibles the Name as been spelled as Yehovah as this is the vowels that are supplied in many Hebrew manuscripts, but these vowels
were not in the original Hebrew manuscripts. All Hebrew scholars admit that the spelling Yehovah is a cover up by Hebrew Massoritic Scribes, done in order to
keep anyone from pronouncing the correct Name of the Creator. The prophet Moshe once met the Creator and asked Him what His Name is. The Creator told
Moshe that His Name is Yahweh and that this is His memorial to all generations, Ex. 3:15.

If the Creator’s Name is Yahweh, what is the Hebrew Name of His Son? Ads 4:12 says that there is one Name under heaven where by we must be saved.
Most of the New Testament is preserved today in the Greek language, but according to early Christian historians the books of Matthew and Hebrews were
originally written in Hebrew and we still have existent Hebrew manuscripts of these two books today. In the book of Hebrews the Name of the Son of Yahweh is
spelled as i1, this is the same Name as the Son of Nun in the Old Testament and it is vowel pointed as Yehoshua by the Hebrew Scribes, but the short form
of the Fathers Name is Yah not Yeh, for example Halleluyah means, “praise you Yah” Thus Yahoshua is the corredt full form of the Son’s Name, and means
“Yahweh's salvation”. This Name in time was shortened to 21, and should be pronounced as Yashua. For more info on this topic do read the booklet “What
is His Name..." available from the following contacts, A.Y. English Medium School, Kambotlapalem, Gumparru Post, W.G. dt., A.P 534266.

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THE ANNUAL FESTIVALS OF YAHWEH

All religions of the world have festivals that they observe. In the Bible Yahweh also gave His people festivals that teach about salvation for all mankind.
There are three main festivals in the Bible, Pesach, Shavuot, and Sukkot. These festivals that were commanded by Yahweh in the Law(Ex.23:14-17) were also
observed by Yoshua Mashiach(Lk.2:41,42; In. 7:37). Christians today will observe the festivals of Christmas and Easter, but neither of these manmade holidays
are mentioned in the Bible. Christmas trees, Easter eggs and Santa Claus all have their roots in ancient pagan customs.

Pesach/Matzohs/Unleavened Bread - This is an eight day festival that comes during the harvest of the Barley in Ysrael and commemorates the time when
the Ysaelites came out of slavery in Mitsrayim (Egypt). Yoshua Mashiach also died and was resurrected during the time of this festival. See 1Cor. 5:7,8
Shavuot/Pentecost/Weeks - This one day festival comes during the time of the Wheat harvest in Ysrael. This festival commemorates the time when the Ten
Commandments were given from Mount Sinai. In Acts 2 the Holy Spirit of Yahweh fell in fullness of power upon the early disciples of Yashua Mashiach upon this
day.

Sukkot/Tabernacles/Ingathering - This festival comes during the time of the Grape harvest in Ysrael. Sukkot means “temporary dwellings” and is o remind
us that we only live in this world for a short time. This festival also reminds us of when Yashua Mashiach will return to this world and eventually establish a
new Kingdom of peace and righteousness in Heaven and Earth.

Purim and Hanukah are Jewish Traditional festivals that are mentioned in the Bible and commemorate times of deliverance from their enemies. But these
festivals are not commanded by Yahweh.
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How does the Biblical year begin?

In Genesis 1:14, Yahweh stated on thefourth
day of earth’s history what we should useto
start theyear. “And Elohimsaid, Let therebe
lights in the expanse of the heaven to divide
the day from the night, and let them be for
signs, and for appointed times, and for days
andyears” Gen. 1:14“ And Elohim madetwo
great lights; the greater light to rule the day,
and the lesser light to rule the night:”vs 16.
So how could the Sun determinewhentheyear
should begin? There are only two annual
reoccurring phenomenon of the sun that could
possibly set the time for the years. That
would bethe equinoxesand thesolstices. So
which of these signsshould start theyear? In
Ex. 12:2 Yahwehtold Moshe“thismonth shall
be the beginning of monthstoyou, it shall be
the first month of the year for you.” When
Yahweh spoke these words to Moshe it was
around the time of the growing of the barley
which would be about the time of the vernal
equinox. Also the ninth plague of darkness
for three days had just come to Egypt. The
Egyptiansworshipped agod called Osirisand
they believed that heresurrected each year on
the day of the vernal equinox. According to
both pagan and Jewish philosophies aperson
was not dead until after the second day, thus
three days of darkness during thetime of the
verna equinox wasan gppropriatetimeto make
amockery of the Egyptian belief and put their
god to death. Then right after thisplaguethe
words come to Moshe, “ This moon(month)
shall be the beginning of months to you, it
shall be thefirst month of the year for you.”
So thisevidence showsthat the verna equinox
is to have something to do with the start of
theyear, but what exact role doesit play?

In the year 499BC the Babylonian calendar
changed to whereit started following ayear
that startswith thefirst new moon on or after
thevernal equinox. Babylon had conquered
Jerusalem sometime around 600BC and
possibly theinfluence of the Jewsin Babylon
helped to bring this change. The post-exilic
books of Ezra, Nehemiah and Esther were
written somewhere between 460-440BC.
Thesebooksall use Babylonian month names
for the Jawish calendar rather thanthe original
Jewishnames, seeEzra6:15; Neh. 6:15; Neh.
2:1 and Esther 3:7. Unless the Jewish
calendar was following the same timing for
the months there would have been
unacceptable confusion with the names of the
monthsthesame. ThusBiblical and historical
evidence confirmsthat Jewishyear inthedays
of Ezra and Nehemiah started with the first
visible crescent on or after the Vernal
Equinox.

Ezrawasascribeand priest of the Torah, he
traced hisancestry back toAaron, thefirst high
priest of Ysrael, see Ezra 7:1-5, 11. Ezra
stated that he “ prepared his heart to seek the
law of Yahweh, and to do it, and to teach in
|srael statutesand judgments.” Ezra7:10 One
of thefunctions of apriest of Yahweh wasto
teach the laws of Yahweh, Lev. 10:11. The
priestsof Yahweh were ordained toteach His
laws and as the people came into harmony
with Yahweh's L awsthen they had blessings,
peaceand unity. Ps. 133:1-3says, “Behold,
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how good and how pleasant it isfor brethren
to dwell together in unity! 2It is like the
precious ointment upon the head, that ran down
upon the beard, even Aaron’sbeard: that went
downtotheskirtsof hisgarments, *Asthe dew
of Hermon, and asthe dew that descended upon
the mountains of Zion: for there Yahweh
commanded His blessing, even life for
evermore.”

Theoil being poured upon the head of Aaron
the high priest wasthe ceremony by which he
was ordained of Yahweh to teach Hislawsto
the people. Thepeoplecould only have peace,
unity and blessingsasthey cameinto harmony
with the Lawsthat Yahweh gaveand Aaronwas
ordainedtoteach. Thusthesameprincipa holds
truefor ustoday, we need to comeinto harmony
with what Yahweh spoke through M osheh and
was taught by Aaron the high priest and Ezra
thepriestinY srael in 470BC.

In Elephantine Egypt, between the years of
472BC-400BC, papyri documents have been
found of |ettersthat were written between the
Jews in Elephantine Egypt and the Jews in
Jerusalem. Theselettersare doubledated with
both the Egyptian date and the date that the Jews
wereusing aswell, and during this seventy two
year period theyear dways started withthe new
moon on or after the Vernal Equinox. This
was during the days of Ezraand Nehemiah.

YahshuaMashiachiscalled our truegreat high
priest in the Scriptures, Heb. 4:14. So how
wastheyear started in Yahshua'sday?

Philo of Alexandria, 20BC-50AD, was a
prominent Jewish citizen and historian of the
Jewish nation. When a pogrom was made
against the Jewsin Alexandria, Egypt hewas
chosen to go to Rome and represent the Jewish
Nation to Caesar. Philo wrote in the first
century AD about how the Jews started their
years. Hestated, “ (Scripture) thinksit proper
to reckon the cycle of monthsfrom the vernal
equinox. Moreover, (this month) issaid to be
the ‘first’ and the ‘beginning’ by synonymy,
sincethese (terms) are explained by each other,
foritissaid to bethefirst bothinorder andin
power; similarly that time which proceeds
from the vernal equinox also appears (as) the
beginning both in order and in power, in the
same way as the head (is the beginning) of a
living creature. And thusthosewho arelearned
in astronomy have given this name to the
before-mentioned time. For they call the Ram
thehead of thezodiac sinceinit thesun appears
to produce the vernal equinox”. Philo,
Supplement 11, “Questions and Answers on
Exodus, p.2,3.

Yahshuadid no sin and onereason Hewas sent
into thisworld wasto give mankind an example
tofollow. According to Philo, the Jewsinthe
first century A.D. followed a calendar that
started the year with the new moon on or after
the vernal equinox. In order for us to have
peace and blessingsinour lifeweneedto come
into harmony with the priests of Yahweh, e.g.
Ezra and Yahshua Mashiach, our great high
priest.
